By the end of 1980s television has moved to a new and the most important stage in its development since the
appearance of colour television. Technically it is called high-definition tele-vision (HDTV) or Hi-Vision.
This is the much higher resolution tele—vision of the 21st century. This revolution was started by Japanese
man tfacturers when they developed a new video system with a picture resembling a wide- screen film more
than traditional television. The new system increases the screen's width-to-height ratio (16:9). The result is a
picture several times sharper than in the exist—ing TV sets. The plasma display makes it possible to produce
a larye, bright, colour, flat TV screen so thin and light that it can also be

hung on a wall like a framed picture. The engineering problem that has existed almost since the first days of
television may be solved now.
