A Higher Education in Great Britain

Higher education in Great Britain is provided by three main types of institutions: universities, colleges and institutions
of higher education, and art and music colleges. They are empowered by a Royal Charter or an Act of Parliament. Most
universities are divided into faculties which may be subdivided into departments. Universities in the UK examine
matters of concern to all universities. Many colleges and institutions of higher education are the result of mergers of
teacher training colleges and other colleges.

Non-university higher education institutions also provide degree courses, various non-degree courses and postgraduate
qualifications. Some may offer Higher Degrees and other qualifications offered by most non-university higher
education institutions which are validated by external bodies such as a local university or the Open University. An
institution can also apply for the authority to award its own degrees but it must be able to demonstrate a good record of
running degree courses validated by other universities. A degree from any one British university or institution of higher
education is considered to be academically equivalent to a degree from any other British university or institution of
higher education. However, certain British universities carry, for historical reasons, extra prestige. Oxford and
Cambridge are obvious examples, and competition for entry to these universities is great.
